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From the desk of Monsignor Bride 
Today we see t he t hird 
manifestat ion of our Lord at  t he 
beginning of  his public minist ry. 
The first , of course, was t o t he 
magi, Wise men from t he East , 
symbolizing every one of us from 
around t he globe.  The minist ry of  
t he followers of t he Lord were not  

t o be limited t o Israel, but  t o t he whole world. 
The wise men, coming from afar gave t his 
indicat ion as t hey followed t he light  in t he sky 
and found Jesus in Bet hlehem. 
Last  weekend, we celebrat ed t he Feast  of t he 
Bapt ism of t he Lord.  Here again Jesus was 
manifest ed: first  by Saint  John t he Bapt ist , t hen 
by t he Holy Spirit  hovering above his head and 
t hen t he voice of God t he Fat her, proclaiming 
t hat  Jesus was indeed t he Son in whom he was 
well pleased. 
Today, we have t he t hird manifestat ion of t he 
Lord when he accompanies his mot her t o t he 
wedding at  Cana of Galilee.   Cana was a small 
village right  next  door t o Nazaret h. Mary was 
wit h Jesus and he had invited some of his new 
apost les t o accompany him.  
While t here, Mary discovers t hat  t he newly 
married couple have run out  of wine for t heir 
guest s. She brings t his t o his at t ent ion. Not e his 
answer: ÒMy hour has not  yet  come.Ó  The last  
t ime we heard of an exchange bet ween Jesus 
and Mary was when Jesus was 12 years old.  He 
was in Jerusalem in t he Temple. When his 
mot her confront ed him about  why he had left  
Joseph and her and t hey feared somet hing 
might  have happened t o him, he stat es, ÒI must  
be about  my Fat herÕs business.Ó  He doesnÕt  
stay in Jerusalem but  ret urns t o Nazaret h and 
was Òsubj ectÓ t o t hemÓ.  Now Mary is asking for  
his int ervent ion and it  is almost  t hat  Jesus is 
reluctant  t o st ep out  int o t he spot light  and 
perform a miracle.  But  he takes her advice and 
changes wat er int o wine.   
Immediat ely t he people recognize t he miracle 
because t his wine is far superior t o t he 
originally served wine. Secondly, many at  t he 
wedding feast  knew what  had happened 
because t he script ure t ells us t hat ,ÓJesus 
revealed his glory in Cana.Ó  This is so important  
as he begins his minist ry in Israel.  We see now 
why he invit ed t he disciples t o accompany him 
t o Cana because;Ó his disciples began t o believe 
in him.Ó  
How t rue t his is t hat  t he disciples (apost les) 
had t o come t o believe in him. They had t o 
come t o recognize t hat  he was t he Messiah;  
t hey had t o come t o know t hat  he was sent  
from God

My dear brot hers and sist ers in Christ , 
 At t he st art  of t his New Year and t he 37t h anniversary 
of t he Roe vs. Wade decision of t he Supreme Court  on January 
22, 2010, I writ e t o you request ing your cont inued support  t o 
rest ore t he sacredness of all human life. This past  year has 
recorded pro-life vict ories in off-year elect ions and added 
moment um for a renewed act ion t o over come t he cult ure of 
deat h t hat  has pervaded t he public policy of our count ry.  
 The Unit ed St at es Cat holic Conference of Bishops has 
prepared and approved document s t o clarify Et hical and 
Religious concerns for medically assist ed nut rit ion and 
hydrat ion; and, a document  on reproduct ive t echnologies, 
ent it led ÒLife-Giving Love in an Age of Technology.Ó These 
document s have been made available t o t he priest s of our 
diocese, at  our priest sÕ convocat ion, so t hey may aid and 
counsel Cat holics on t hese life issues. 
 The ent ire spect rum of human life covers a diversit y of 
pro-life concerns beginning wit h t he fact  t hat  life is t he most  
basic of human right s. Moving out  on t he spect rum of life, t here 
are many issues falling wit hin t he ÒTapest ry of lifeÓ because 
each and every one of us has an int rinsic and immeasurable 
wort h. 
 We must  remain vigilant  concerning end of life issues 
promot ing assist ed suicide and eut hanasia which are being 
submit t ed t o t he legislat ures and court s across our count ry 
and around t he world. In addit ion, we must  be aware and prompt  
comprehensive immigrat ion reform which will prot ect  t he 
sacredness of human life and prevent  families from being split  
apart . As a Church, we must  st and unit ed t o repel any law or 
regulat ion which would require all Americans t o subsidize and 
promot e abort ion wit h our t ax dollars. 
 As a people of God, specifically as Cat holic Christ ians, 
we must  renew our ef fort s t o prot ect  t he sanct it y of human 
life from concept ion t o nat ural deat h by keeping ourselves 
informed of all of t he life issues. I am request ing all of our 
priest s and deacons t o preach, t each and educat e all on t he 
sacredness of human life at  every st age of it s exist ence. 
 Please join us for prayer each first  Sat urday of t he 
mont h at  8:30 A.M. in t he Cat hedral of St . Pat rick in Norwich 
for t he Pro-Life Mass. May God bless you in t his New Year.
