" T 7 On this Monday, November 2, 2009, we
. begin the Commemoration of all
" deceased faithful. This is Al Souls Day.

It was begun in a monastery of Cluny in
the year 998 A.D. The idea of
commemorating or praying for all
departed faithful spread throughout the
monasteries of Europe. So popular was the
celebration of Mass for the deceased faithful, that
the universal Church accepted this custom and made
it part of the Liturgical Calendar for the Universal
Church.

It is interesting the note that there are two major
themes connected to this celebration.

The first is the theme of joy and speaks of the bodily
resurrection of all at the end of time. The Entrance
Hymn speaks of the great joy surrounding death
when all know and rejoice that the deceased has
completed his/her earthly existence and now is on his
way to heaven.

In addition, in this first strata of liturgical themes
the reading which speaks of harvest time for the
Church, when the faithful have completed their living
task and now are led into heaven. It is this theme
that the Church brought back into its Funeral
Liturgy and indeed in all Masses which are scheduled
for the deceased. Here we note the presence of the
Easter Candle, the wearing of white vestments, the
pall on the casket reminding all participants of the
sacrament of Baptism which the deceased had
received. The readings are joyful, happy and
victorious.

The second theme of the liturgy of this day is the
consciousness of the Church with the suffering souls.
It is neither joyful nor happy. The truth that comes
forward here is the fact that each and every person
must seek to avoid sin along with our deceased
relatives and friends. Traditionally, the Church wore
black vestments for the funeral Mass. The Easter
Candle was not present at the head of the body and
the tone of the music was mournful and sad.

Now is the time for each of us to pray and remember
our dear departed who reside in purgatory. We have
a solemn obligation to pray for them, not only on Al
Souls Day but throughout the Month of November
when the Church pays particular attention to
praying for the souls of the departed. PLEASE DROP
IN YOUR ALL SOULS ENVELOPE WITH THE NAMES OF
YOUR DECEASED AND AN OFFERING AS A SIGN OF
YOUR PERSONAL PRAYER AND UNION WITH YOUR
DEPARTED.

We will never know how many souls left purgatory and
entered into heaven as a result of our prayers.
