As we look around us, we see the world as it is today, our 
refrain must certainly be: “Never before in the history of the 
world have we needed Jesus Christ more than we need him 
today.” Our economy seems to be in shambles. The war in 
Iraq seems to be a bit quieter but it still remains a war. We 
still see the ter rible violence and senseless deaths.  We seem 
to have lost the sacredness of human life in our time. This is a 
cause of concern with our new president and government. Let 
us continue to pray for a God-like approach to this problem. 
The moral issues bring into debate the essence of family life, 
which is a relatively new problem for our society and 
government. The economic issues facing our country and 
world teach us that we must work hard and pray hard to 
relieve these tensions.  
The ancient Advent refrain has never been more relevant: 
“Come, Lord Jesus.”  Come into our world, come into our 
lives, come into our country, and come into our society. Heal 
us, st rengthen us, hold us, and remove all this from our 
society and our world. This is our prayer.
