This “Year for Priests”
has truly been a renewal experience for me. We are
one of the few parishes in the State that have our own
Holy Card and Prayer. Pope Benedict gave an
extraordinarily important gift to priests when he made
it possible for every priest to earn a Plenary Indulgence
EVERY DAY if Morning Prayer or Evening Prayer were
prayed in front of the Blessed Sacrament.
